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Overview

The Access College Early (ACE) scholarship program
awards scholarships to Nebraska low-income high school
students who enroll in a college course at a participating
public or private postsecondary institution. Research
shows that high school students who take college courses
while in high school remain in school and graduate at
higher rates and enroll in college at increased rates.
