The purpose of the hearing is to receive public testimony regarding the proposed 
adoption of Title 281, Chapter 7, Rules and Regulations for the Postsecondary 
Institution Act.

Members of the public are invited to attend and present oral or written testimony at the 
public hearing. Written comments in advance of the public hearing are also solicited and 
may be sent to the Commission at the address noted above. If received by June 2, 
2014, such advance comments will be made part of the hearing record at the time of the 
hearing. Individuals with disabilities may request auxiliary aids or other services 
necessary for participation by contacting the Commission’s office at the address or 
phone number listed above no later than May 30, 2014. 
 
In 2011, the Legislature passed LB 637 with technical amendments in 2012, 2013, and 
2014. The first 21 sections of LB 637 constitute the Postsecondary Institution Act. The 
purpose of Title 281, Chapter 7 is to implement the Postsecondary Institution Act, 
consistent with authority and constitutionality. A copy of the fiscal impact statement may 
be obtained at the Commission’s address listed above.
