* NOG applications to participate sent to
colleges in April
* Tentative allocations sent out in May

— Pool of available funds

— Use state general funds (if known) and
estimate lottery funds

* Final lottery allocation received in June

— Final allocation notice sent to colleges in July
* Pool of available funds



NOG Yearly Process — cont.

* Colleges submit list of recommended students
for CCPE approval

— Must be done prior to disbursal to student
— Send in multiple lists throughout the year

— Funds sent at least twice a year based on
approved list of students

— Final submission must be in by May 31 of the
award year

« Perform audits at each participating college
every fall
